Summer 2009 - Summer 2010
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Total enrollment for Summer 2010 was 5,853. This represents a 1.4% decrease from the
prior summer; total FTE also decreased by 0.4%
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Undergraduate enrollment grew slightly from 4,122 in 2009, to 4,161 in 2010, a .09%
increase. Undergraduate FTE also increased by 3%.
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The most substantial increase in enrollment was in upper division, from 3,392 in 2009 to
3,473 in 2010, a 2.4% increase.
